IB DIPLOMA PROGRAMME ENTRY POLICY

Will be assessed on the following criteria:

(a) intellectual potential to achieve 24 points or better in the Diploma Programme. Tests of
Developed Ability and GCSE predicted grades will be taken into account. We will be
looking for a minimum of 6 passes at GCSE including English, Mathematics and Science. We
expect students studying a subject at Higher Level to have at least a B at GCSE in that
subject, except in Maths, where an A or A™ is needed.

(b) We expect students to fulfil the following entrance criteria, in order to match the IB
Learner Profile:

(i) To be committed and enthusiastic about the course
(ii) To show the ability for sustained hard work
(iii)  To exhibit tenacity

(iv)  To be open-minded

(v To embrace an international ethos and approach
(vi) A preparedness in the first year to be pioneers

These qualities will be established by their academic reports and references and by interview.

A Obtain school reports and references to assess overall ability and character profile
A Interview to assess IB Learner potential and level of English
A English Placement Test

A German students: Minimum Gymnasium level 3 in Maths to study Maths at Standard
Level. Students with level 4 will be considered on a case by case basis, but may only
be eligible for Maths Studies

A Other overseas students: Pangbourne College Mathematics aptitude test.



SIXTH FORM AWARDS

Pangbourne College seeks to attract and reward excellence in academic study, in the Performing
Arts and in sport. The College offers a range of awards for Sixth Form entrants for excellence in the
following fields:

A Academic study
A Art, Music and Drama
A Sport

Awards are provisionally offered on the basis of an interview, references, portfolios and GCSE
forecast grades and are confirmed when corroborated by GCSE results. The size of the award is in
proportion to merit and will not usually exceed 20% of fees. In each of the areas of academic
study, music and sport there is a scholarship available worth up to 40% of fees for outstanding
candidates.

All awards are made for a maximum of two years and are subject to continued good conduct and
industry.

The College offers a number of means-tested bursaries worth up to 100% of fees for those who can
not afford to pay the full rate. Recipients of a Sixth Form award may also apply for a bursary in
cases of financial need.
